Specifications:

1. Clay content not less than 85% as Kaolin

2.  Iron content as Fe 2O3 not more than 1.5%

3.  MgO  (Magnesium Oxide) not more than 0.1%

Other Conditions

1. Clay content will be calculated on the basis of AL 2O3 content, based on the calculation that 100% Kaolin contains 39.5% AL 2O3.

2. Clay with clay content less than 85% but not falling below 65% will be accepted in the condition that the weekly average analysis of clay supplied during the week should contain minimum 85% clay content.

3. Penal Charges: If the weekly average of clay fall below 85% clay content, a penal charge at the rate of double the proportionate reduction will be imposed on all the loads falling below 85% clay content supplied during the week.
Example:

When the weekly average of clay supplied is below 85% clay content and the average clay content is 75% and the calculation of the rate payable will be as follows:-

Rate of clay payable = Rate for 85% clay in dry weight x 65 (

b. (85-(10x2)) instead of 10% difference ie. 85-75, 20% deduction is made (10x2)

4. Clay with clay content below 65% will be rejected and the supplier should remove the material from the company premises within 48 hours at his cost or otherwise the company will not be responsible for keeping such rejected material.  The expenses for disposal of such rejected material will be at the cost of the supplier.          
5. Material to be supplied in Truck loads regularly at TCL works at Nattakom, Kottayam as  per the requirement and supply schedule given by TCL from time to time

6. The clay will be accounted on dry weight basis for material cost and freight charges.  Payment will be made only on dry weight basis for both cost of clay and freight charges.

7. No  proportionate increase in rate will be given for clay with more than 85% clay content.

8. Payment for materials cost will be made by cheque within 15 days of receipt of fortnightly bills submitted by the supplier for the accepted quantity of clay made during the fortnight.
9. Ttransporting charges will be paid to truck crew.

10.  In case the cost of diesel is changed for more than 10% during the tenure of the contract, the tenderer shall claim pro-rata increase/decrease in the freight against documentary proof.

a. In order to arrive at the change in rate, the following formula will be applicable.  

b. X = (D/M) x (a-b)/C

c. Where `X’ is the increase/decrease of cost in Rs. Per litre 

d. D       =    Total distance hauled in one direction

e. a        =    Revised price of diesel

f. b        =    Price of diesel before revision.   

g. C       =   Carrying capacity of truck in MT.

h. M      =    Mileage of the vehicle in KM per litre Diesel.

11. Analysis report from the TCL Laboratory will only be considered and no dispute in this regard will be entertained later.

12. No advance payment will be made towards material cost. Freight charges will be paid as advance at the time of supply of material which will be deducted from the final bill.

13. Sample of clay shall be send along with the offer.

14. An additional quantity of 20% of the ordered quantity shall be supplied against specific requisition, if made, without any increase in rate.

15. Separate bills should be submitted for material cost and transporting charges. Service charges and T.D.S as per rules will be deducted from transportation bills.

16. Those SSI units which wants exemption from remitting EMD and Security deposit will have to attach  exemption certificate issued from the Govt. department concerned, applicable for this particular tender, along with the tender.

17. Those tenders without EMD are liable to be rejected without any intimation to the party.

18. The tenderer should sign at the bottom of all the pages of the tender documents.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

Sealed tenders are invited for the supply of the materials as specified in the specification and schedule of materials and as per following conditions.

1. Tenders should be addressed to the Managing Director of the company in a sealed cover with the tender number and name duly superscribed on the cover.

2. The Tender forms can be had from our office on payment of Cost of Tender Form as specified in page number 1 by cash/DD in favour of TCL payable at Kottayam. Also tender forms can be downloaded from our webcite www.travcement.com. In case of downloading the required fees may be paid as DD along with tender. Duplicate copies of tender forms will also be issued at the rate specified. The cost of tender forms once paid will not be refunded. Tenders which are not in the prescribed form are liable to be rejected. The rates quoted should be in Indian currency. 

3. Intending tenderers should send their tenders so as to reach the company on or before the due date and time specified. No tender received after the specified date and time will be accepted. The rates will be considered firm for acceptance till the date mentioned. Tenders not stipulating period of firmness and tenders with price variation clause and/or `subject to prior sale’ condition are liable to be rejected. 

4. Every tenderer should send along with his tender, an earnest money deposit as specified in page number 1. The amount may be paid by demand draft (crossed) in favour of The Travancore Cements Ltd. Payable at Kottayam. No adjustment for EMD, with any previous amount remitted/bill with the company will be allowed. The earnest money of the unsuccessful tenderers will be returned as soon as possible after the tenders are finalized but that of the successful tenders will be adjusted towards the security that will have to be deposited for the due performance of the contract. No interest will be paid for the Security deposit/EMD.

5. The tenders will be opened on the appointed day and time in our office, in the presence of those tenderers or their authorized representative who may be present at that time.

6. If any tenderer withdraws from his tender before the expiry of the period fixed for keeping the rates firm for acceptance, the earnest money/security deposit, deposited by him will be forfeited to the company or such action taken against him as the company think fit.

7. Tenderers shall invariably specify in their tenders the delivery conditions including the time required for the supply of articles tendered for.

8. The final acceptance of the tenders rests entirely with the company who do not bind themselves to accept the lowest or any tender. But the tenderers on their part should be prepared to carry out such portion of the supplies included in their tender as may be allotted to them. 

9. The successful tenderer shall also execute an agreement for the due fulfillment of the contract within the period to be specified in the letter of acceptance. The contractor shall have to pay all stamp duty, lawyer’s charge and other expenses incidental to the execution of the agreement. Failure to execute the agreement within the period specified will entail the penalties set out in para 10 below. 

10. a) The successful tenderer shall, before signing the agreement and within the period specified in the letter of acceptance of his tender, deposit a sum equivalent to 5% of the value of the contract as security deposit for the satisfactory fulfilment of the contract less the amount of EMD deposited by him along with his tender. The amount of security may be deposited in manner prescribed in clause 4 above.   If the successful tenderer fails to deposit the security the same will be recovered from the first payment or instalments of further bills as decided by Managing Director due to the contractor for supply of materials. If the contractor fails to execute the agreement as stated above,  the  earnest  money  deposited  by  him  will  be  forfeited  to  company and the contract arranged elsewhere at the defaulter’s risk and any loss incurred  by the company on account of the purchase will be recovered from the defaulter who will  however, not be entitled to any gain accruing thereby.

b) In case where a successful tenderer, after having made  partial  supplies  fails to  fulfil         the  contracts  in  full  or  any  of  the  materials  not  supplied may at the discretion of the              company be purchased by means of another tender  quotation  or by  negotiation or  from              the next higher tenderer who had offered to supply  already and the loss if any,  caused to             the company shall together with such sums as  may  be  fixed  by  the  company  towards            damages be recovered from the defaulting tenderer.

11. The security deposit shall subject to the conditions specified herein, be returned to the contractor within three months after the expiry of the contract, but in the event of any dispute arising between the company and the contractor, the company shall be entitled to deduct out of the deposited or balance there of until such dispute is determined, the amount of such damages, costs, charges and expenses as may be claimed. The same may also be deducted from any other sum which may be due at any time from the company to the contractor. In all cases where there are guarantee for the goods supplied the security deposit will be released only after the expiry of the guaranteed period.

12. a)   In cases the contractor fails to supply and deliver any of the said articles and things,  within the time provided for delivery of the same, or in case the contractor commits any  breach of the covenants,  stipulations and  agreements  herein contained,  and in  his part  to  be observed and performed then and in any such case, it shall be lawful for the company (if they shall think fit to do so) to arrange for the purchase  of  the said  articles  and  things from elsewhere or on behalf of the Travancore Cements Ltd.  by an order in writing put an end to this contract  and in  case the company shall have incurred, sustained or been put to  any costs,  damages or  expenses  by reason of such purchase of  by  reason of  this  contract  having been so put an end to or in case  any difference in price, compensation,  loss, costs, damages, expenses or other money shall then or any time during the continuance of this contract be payable by the contractor to the company under and by virtue of this  contract, it shall be lawful for the  Travancore Cements Ltd. from  and out of  any  moneys  for  the  time  being  payable or owing to the contractor from the company  under or  by virtue of  this  contract or otherwise,  to pay  and  reimburse the company all such cost,    damages and expenses they may have sustained, incurred or been but to by reason of the purchase made elsewhere or by reason of this contract having been so put an end to as aforesaid and also all such  difference in price,  compensation,  loss,  costs  damages,  expenses and other moneys and shall for the time being be payable by the contractor aforesaid.

b)  In case any difference or dispute arises in connection with the contract all legal  

     proceedings relating to the matter shall be instituted in the court of Law, having     

     Jurisdiction over the Registered Office of the company at Kottayam.

c) If the contractor fails to fulfill the contract obligations as specified in the agreement, the company will be at liberty to forfeit the security deposit.

13. No representation for enhancement of rates once accepted will be considered.

14. Tenderers should be prepared to accept orders subject to the penalty clause for   forfeiture     of security in the event of default in supplies or failure to supply within the stipulated  period.
15. The prices quoted should be inclusive of all taxes, duties, cess etc. which are or may become payable by the contractor under existing or future laws or rules of country of origin/supply or delivery during the course of execution of the contract. 

16. Special conditions, if any, of the tenderers attached with the tender will not be applicable to the contract unless they are expressly accepted in writing by the company.

17. The tenderer should send along with his tender an agreement executed and signed in Kerala Stamp Paper worth Rs.50/-. A specimen form of agreement is given as ‘ANNEXURE –I’ along with this tender.

18. In the above cluses, the contractor means supplier and the company means Travancore Cements Limited (TCL).

19. Consignments in part or full not conforming to specification will be rejected and the decision of the company, shall be final and no dispute will be entertained and contractor will have to remove the rejected material from the company premises within a week’s time.  If the contractor fails to remove the rejected material within the specified time, the company will dispose the material and expenses incurred will be payable by the contractor.
