GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. Sealed and superscribed tenders are invited for the sale of construction grade sand dredged out from Akkulam lake, Thiruvananthapuram
2. The tenders should be in the prescribed form which can be obtained from the Company on payment of the price noted in page one.  Duplicate copies of tender form will also be issued at the rate specified.  The cost of tender forms once paid will not be refunded. Tenders which are not in the prescribed form will be rejected. The rates quoted should be in Indian currency.

3. Tender Form can also be down loaded from website www.travcement.com.  In case of down loading the required tender form cost may be paid by DD   in favour of Travancore Cements Ltd., Nattakom, Kottayam -686013, along with the tender.    .
4. Tender should reach the undersigned on or before the due date and time, in a sealed cover with the tender number and name of work duly super scribed on the cover as specified in page No.1.
5. Every tenderer should send along with his tender an Earnest Money Deposit as specified in page No one. The amount may be paid by cash or DD in favor of The Travancore Cements Ltd .payable at Kottayam. The earnest money of the unsuccessful tenderer(s) will be returned as soon as possible after the tenders are finalized; but that of the successful tenderer will be released after successful completion of the contract. No interest will be paid for the EMD. Tenders with out EMD will be rejected.
6. The rate quoted should be valid for 90 days from the date of opening of tender.

8. 10. The tenderer shall have to pay all stamp duty, lawyer’s charge and other expenses incidental to the execution of the agreement. Failure to execute the agreement and remitting the full value of the sale within the period specified, the earnest money  deposit, deposited by him will be forfeited by the company, or such action taken against him as the Managing Director of The  Travancore Cements Ltd. think fit.
11. The successful tenderer shall take and remove the entire quantity of sand within 20 days from date of executing the agreement.
12. In case where a successful tenderer, after having made partial lifting fails to fulfill the contracts in full or any part of the materials not lifted may at the discretion of the company be arranged by means of another tender quotation or by negotiation or from the next higher tenderer who had offered to purchase already and the loss if any, caused shall together with such sums as may be fixed by the company towards damages be recovered from the defaulting tenderer.

13. In cases the contractor fails to lift the material within the time provided or in case the contractor commits any  breach of the covenants, stipulations and  agreements  herein contained,  and in  his part  to  be observed and performed then and in any such case, it shall be lawful for the company (if they shall think fit to do so) to arrange for the sale  of  the material  and  things as decide by the company by an order in writing put  an end to this contract  and in  case the company shall have incurred, sustained or been put to  any costs,  damages or  expenses  by reason of such activities of  by  reason of  this  contract  having  been so put an end to or in case  any difference in price, compensation,  loss, costs, damages, expenses or other money shall then or any time during the continuance of this contract be payable by the contractor to the company under and by virtue of this  contract, it shall be lawful for the  company from  and out of  any  moneys  for  the  time  being  payable or owing to  the contractor from the company under or  by virtue of  this  contract or otherwise,  to pay  and reimburse the company all such cost, damages and expenses they may have sustained, incurred or been but to by reason of the sale made elsewhere or by reason of this contract having been so put an end to as aforesaid and also all such  difference in price,  compensation,  loss,  costs  damages, expenses and other moneys and shall for the time being be payable by the contractor aforesaid.
